The Holiday Inn Express, a 132-bed hotel in 
York, Pennsylvania, made the decision to 
upgrade their lighting system to a more 
energy e�cient system throughout the 
67,000 square foot hotel establishment.  The 
hotel replaced their existing T12 �uorescent 
lighting system with high e�ciency lighting, 
including reduced wattage T8 lamps, compact 
�uorescent light bulbs (CFLs), and LED exit 
signs.

Look to see which lamp diameter (the end of the 
tube) your lamp matches. If your lamp is as thick 
as the T12 lamb (1.5 inch diameter), you should 
consider upgrading to high efficiency lighting.

Quick Equipment Facts
• T12s and T8s are types of �uorescent lamps  
 that are predominantly used in business   
 applications.

• The “T” signi�es the tubular shape of the   
 lamp. The number after the “T” is the 
 diameter size of the lamp, measured in 1/8   
 inch increments.  Therefore a T8 is 1” in   
 diameter.

• T8 lamps can provide signi�cantly higher energy  
 savings and light output levels than T12s.

• CFLs use about 75% less energy than standard  
 incandescent bulbs and last up to 10 times longer. 

• LED exit signs use 44kWh of electricity, 72% 
 less energy than incandescent exit signs.  
 They also last 10 years or more. 
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
